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e Understand complex or “wicked” problems, like the kinds of problems the world is trying to tackle
right now such as climate change, HIV Aids and other pandemics, poverty and inequality.

e Develop an understanding of what kind of resources (money, people, time, contact) are needed
to generate social impact.

e Understand different perspectives (business, social, public) of social innovators.

e Gain experience using design thinking and human center design methods.

e Analyze the underlying system conditions that caused the social or environmental problem in the
first place

e Learn different ways to diffuse and scale ideas/products/services the to achieve impact.
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This 6 week course is for anyone who wants to make a difference. Whether you are already familiar with
the field of social innovation or social entrepreneurship, working for an organization that wants to
increase its social impact, or just starting out, this course will take you on a journey of exploring the

complex problems that surround us and how to start thinking about solutions.

We will debunk common assumptions around what resources are needed to begin acting as a social
innovator. We will learn from the numerous examples of social innovations happening all over the world.
You will be challenged to get out of your comfort zone and start engaging with the diverse spaces around
you. By the end of the course, you will have formed your own approach to social innovation, and you will
have begun to develop the concepts, mindset, skills, and relationships that will enable you to start and

evolve as a changemaker.
